The courses in Basic Maltese, English and Numeracy are aimed for local residents with literacy and numeracy 
difficulties and are fully subsidised by the Ministry for Education. Non-Maltese residents can apply for the 
course ‘Maltese as a Foreign Language’ while non-English speakers can apply for the course ‘English as a 
Foreign Language’. 
 
Holders of Karta Anzjan can apply for any one course for free. 
 
Course fee for Maltese and EU citizens is € 20 while the Computer Course is € 25. 
 
The fee for non-EU residents is €30 per course. 
 
These courses will take place between October 2010 and May 2011 with 3 contact hours per week. The days 
and timing will be agreed upon between the educator and adult learners at the commencement of the courses in 
October. 
 
This application need to reach the Local Council’s office by not later than the 30th of July 2010. 
 
Do not send any monies with this application as yet since first the confirmation of the course is needed 
depending the number of residents showing interest in particular subject/s. 
 
All of these courses are aimed to adult learners (persons aged 16 years and over).
